Golf Pro Tip
When hitting Iron shots, remember, the divot happens in front of the ball, not behind

it. Some people don’t create divots when they swing but I guarantee they at least

brush the grass when swinging. If you’re having trouble making solid ball contact,

imagine a piece of grass or something else that’s just in front of the ball. When making

your swing you have to brush that piece of grass. If you do that and your clubface is

square to the target, I bet you’ll hit a pretty solid golf shot.

Wish we could say different from November Newsletter but we continue to be very

wet on the Course. The one thing that has changed is, we have had enough cold

weather to kick the grass into its dormant stage. We have begun our pigment

applications on greens for winter color.  Our fall/winter mowing heights are in place.
